Photo Trade News (November 2006): Pixel Magic by Digital Scrapbook Place is standalone software for creating 
scrapbook pages.  Pixel Magic includes Creative Scrapbook Assistant Software, and a bonus graphics CD, with 
scrapbooking fonts and tutorials.  The software is compatible with both PC and Mac operating systems.

Frequently Asked Questions 
 
What is digital scrapbooking?   
 
Digital Scrapbooking is the art of using your computer to create scrapbook pages to preserve memories.  Pages 
can then be shared digitally and/or printed and placed in albums.  Digital Scrapbook Place products include 
scrapbooking software and graphics to make high quality scrapbook pages with minimal effort and time. 
 
Isn’t digital too hard to learn?  Isn’t software very complicated and expensive? 
 
Digital Scrapbook Place is the answer.  The starter kit software package includes everything, software, graphics, 
fonts, tutorials, and articles that make getting started easy.  Easy, inexpensive, and high quality pages that look 
expensive and complicated!  Plus the graphics can be used in any program, so if you are familiar with one 
already, there’s no need to learn another.   
 
Digital pages don’t look as good as paper pages, do they?   
 
You haven’t seen them printed! They look amazingly real and you have to touch the pages to tell the difference.  
Stores should hang pages around their store and amaze their customers.

How much retail space will it cost me to sell and display your products? 
 
Since our product is digital, it takes up very little room.  We offer an introductory package that includes a floor or 
counter display, but the products can easily sit or hang on existing shelves.   
 
How can I make money?  Are there other opportunities besides just selling DSP products? 
 
The software helps your customers create scrapbook pages that will need to be printed, so they return to the store 
if you offer that service.  New CDs in current seasons and popular themes also bring them back.  The more pages 
they create, the more prints they’ll need.  They will also need albums for their scrapbook pages.  Templates for 
instant prints and digital scrapbooking events (such as classes and live demos) also encourage repeat visits.   
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
